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   1.    What is DMF?                                                                       

District Mineral Foundations (DMF) are statutory bodies established by the State 
Governments by notification. They derive their legal status from section 9B of Mines and 
Minerals (Development and Regulation) Act, 1957 as amended on 26th March, 2015 as 
Mines and Minerals (Development and Regulation) Amendment Act, 2015. This 
amendment came into force from 12th January, 2015. Each DMF is a trust established in 
the mining affected districts across the country. 

The objective of DMF is to work for the interest of the persons and areas affected by 
mining related operations in such manner as may be prescribed by the State 
Government, from time to time. 

2. Mission and Vision of the Trust                                                

The mission of the District Mineral Foundation (DMF) Trust is to “work for the welfare 

and development of mining affected communities”. 

The vision of the District Mineral Foundation (DMF) Trust is to “alleviate the adverse 

impacts of mining on communities and environment, and create sustainable 

development opportunities for current and future generations”. 

3.          Function of DMF Trust 

The DMF Trust is responsible for:  

a) The implementation of various welfare and developmental projects in mining 
affected areas 

b) Minimizing/mitigating the adverse impacts, during and after mining, on the 
environment, health and socio-economic status of the people in mining areas 

c) Ensuring long term sustainable livelihoods for the affected people in mining areas 

It undertakes the following activities for this purpose: 

a) Receive, maintain, manage, release and utilize the funds accrued 
b) Plan, identify, design and undertake suitable welfare and developmental projects, 

following due procedure 
c) Monitor and coordinate  with various  executing agencies at field level for successful 

implementation of projects taken up 
d) Ensure convergence with ongoing/existing schemes/projects of State and Central 

Government  
e) Identify and promote innovative solutions  
f) Ensure regular and swift redressal of grievances 
g) Coordinate with Planning and Convergence Department (GoO) and Steel and 

Mines Department (GoO) 
h) Any other work entrusted 
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4. Keonjhar: Overview of the district and the mining affected areas

5 Governance and Management of the Trust 

 

5.1 Establishing Deed for the DMFT  

In exercise of the powers conferred by sub-section (4) of section 15 and 15A, read with 

section 9B of Mines and Minerals (Development and Regulation) Act, 1957 (Act 67 of 

1957), the Odisha District Mineral Foundation (ODMF) Rules, 2015 has been framed to 

regulate the composition, functions and manner of working of the District Mineral 

Foundations (DMF), the amount of payment to be made to the DMFs by the concession 

holders of minerals for the welfare and benefit of persons and areas affected by mining 

related operations vide Notification No. 7745/SM dt. 18/08/2015 of the Department of 

Steel & Mines, Government of Odisha.  

The details regarding definitions, Trust and its constitution, composition of Board of 

Trustees of District Mineral Foundation, powers and function of the Board, composition, 

powers and function of the Executive Committee, funds of the Trust, bank accounts, 
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amount payable by lessees of minerals to the Trust, permissible activities, areas 

affected by mining operations, special provisions for scheduled areas, execution of 

works or contracts, maintenance of accounts, audit, annual report, maintenance of 

transparency, monitoring of the amount payable to the Trust, power of Government to 

relax the operation of any provision of these rules and power of Government to remove 

difficulties are explained in the above mentioned notification. 

In pursuance of Order No. 16/7/2015-M.VI (Part) dated 16th September, 2015 of Ministry 

of Mines, Government of India, the Department of Steel & Mines, Government of 

Odisha have made amendments to Odisha District Mineral Foundation Rules, 2015, 

namely Odisha District Mineral Foundations (Amendment) Rules, 2015 vide Notification 

No. 437 dt. 15/01/2016. These rules shall be deemed to have come into force on 

12th January, 2015.  

5.2 Governance and Organization Structure of the DMF Trust 

The DMF Trust is headed by the District Collector who acts as the Chairperson-Cum-

Managing Trustee.  

Project Director (PD), District Rural Development Agency (DRDA) acts as the member 

& Chief Executive for the executive Committee and is responsible for the executive 

functions of DMF Trust. 

The Chairperson may invite such other officials to the meetings of the Board, as he may 
consider necessary. The Board shall meet at least twice in a financial year. The quorum 
for the Board shall be fifty percent of the members

Keonjhar is not only socio-economically under developed, but it is also an 
educationally backward district. Ten out of the thirteen blocks in the district have 
been identified by the Ministry of Human Resource Development (MHRD), Govt. of 
India as educationally backward, where the level of rural Female Literacy Rate (FLR) 
is less than the national average and the gender gap in literacy rate is above the 
national average It is in this context that the District Mineral Foundation, Keonjhar is 
focussin on improving the infrastructure of schools in the mining affected areas of the 
district. 
 
In close co-ordination with the office of the District Education Officer (DEO) and

construction of additional classrooms, library, science labs, hostels, water supply etc.

Malnutrition is one of the significant challenges in the mining affected areas of 

Keonjhar. When malnutrition occurs in early childhood, it leads to poor physical, 

intellectual and cognitive development, which is likely to have its effect throughout 

one’s life. Anganwadi Centres (AWC) have been established across the state under 

the ICDS programme. However, children below 3 years of age (the period when 

malnutrition sets in) are not covered under the Anganwadi centres. 

In this context, District Administration, Keonjhar launched a project called DMF 

Initiated Crèches Against Malnutrition (DICAM) under which crèches or Mamata 

Ghara have been established at 30 remote and needy locations, which are mining 

affected. In these crèches, nearly 600 young children are provided with all basic 

necessities like nutritious food, clean clothes and a safe environment. They are 

cared for and have access to health facilities and early education.

Maternity waiting homes are residential facilities, located near a qualified medical 
facility, where pregnant women identified as “high risk” can await their delivery and 
be transferred to the nearby medical facility shortly before delivery, or earlier should 
complications arise. Maternity waiting homes are key element of a strategy to “bridge 
the geographical gap” in obstetric care between rural areas with poor access to 
equipped facilities and urban areas where the services are available. As one 
component of a comprehensive package of essential obstetric services, maternity 
waiting homes offer a low-cost way to bring women closer to essential obstetric care.  

To reduce maternal and infant mortality in the mining affected areas, five Maa 
Gruhas have been established under the DMF to aid the pregnant mothers living in 
difficult and inaccessible pockets in availing institutional delivery services.

In Keonjhar district, where more than 85% of the populations live in rural areas, the 
DMF decided to establish Digital Dispensaries in PPP mode to provide primary 
health services in the underserved areas.  

Two Digital Dispensaries, a first of its kind in Odisha, were set up in Guali PHC and 
Kalimati PHC, located in the mining affected Joda block and provide free 
consultation, diagnosis and medicine to a catchment population of more than 40,000 
people. Considering the positive impact of the project and the health needs of the 
rural parts of the district, 6 more Digital Dispensaries are in the process of being set 
up in the underserved locations of the district, under DMF. 
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7.  FUTURE OUTLOOK 

Board of Trustees of DMF have committed to sustain their efforts towards 

development initiatives in key sectors such as drinking water, healthcare, skill 

development/livelihood, sanitation and women/child development. These will be 

supported by infrastructure projects such as construction of roads, bridges and 

buildings.  

We will leverage the extensive support extended by the State Government (such as 

appointment of nodal officers in key state departments and issuance of guidelines for 

submission of programs) as well as work closely with Planning and Convergence 

department to identify areas where complementing an existing government scheme 

with DMFT’s resources may amplify the impact of the scheme significantly. 

Further, we will engage private sector, civil society organizations and individuals to 

explore innovative ideas and models in the priority sectors. This will ensure that we 

have access to the best capabilities and ideas for executing various development 

programs.
