In accordance with Rule 16 of Odisha District Mineral Foundation Rules,
2015 the sector-wise projects taken up in the mining affected areas of Keonjhar and
the expenditure incurred and Financial Audit Report comprising of the Balance Sheet,
receipt of funds and expenditures during the FY 2020 -2021 have been detailed in this
report The report intend to provide a bird eye view of the functioning of the District
Mineral Foundation Trust, to various stakeholders. In its Seventh year of existence,
setting up Patient Facilitation Centre at SCB Cuttack, setting up a dedicated 100
bedded Covid Care Hospital since COVID19 has been declared a pandemic, Supply of
medical equipment like ventilators and other necessary equipment’s, test kits and
medicines to be supplied from DMF Fund, provision of ambulances for rapid response
and management of COVID patients are among the few activities taken up in the
healthcare sector. To cater to the livelihood of migrant labor who flocked to their own
district, additional wages were paid compensating minimum wage rate as per the-
wage rate of unskilled labor under MGNREGS. Special focus was given on the Millet
Expansion Programme and planting of Mango, Cashew, Asan Arjun tree was taken up
under the plantation programme. Some of the core interventions to improve the health
nutrition of children was to provide free distribution Ragi Laddu wherein all children
from 3-6 years of all the Anganwadi Centre received appropriate nourishment. This
was first of its kind in India which got acclamation from NITI Aayog. Child Friendly
Furniture’s were provided in the Anganwadi to create a conducive atmosphere for the
children. Continuing to support facilities in education scholarship scheme along with
bench desk were provided to all the schools of the district and library were constructed.
Waste collection vehicles have been provided to every municipality in the mining
affected area with a vision to ensure better handling of solid waste in the district
and water bodies and ponds were renovated and avenue and tall tree plantation
were taken up, to make Keonjhar District cleaner and greener. DMF, Keonjhar
focused on medium and long term (6 months and above) skilling and vocational
courses to invest sufficiently and create a long-term professional career for the youth
by which after receiving the desired skill youths are employed in renowned companies

I am thankful to all the people of Keonjhar, Stakeholders, The Board of
Trustee and various Departments of The State without whose co-operation the
initiative could have not been taken up and implementation could not have been
possible.

I reassure you that we have taken utmost care to ensure that the funds accrued
under DMF are managed and utilized as per Rules, as notified by the state government.
On behalf of the board of trustees, I welcome you to peruse the report and engage
with us to bring about a change in the enable the socio-economic development of the

District Mineral Foundations (DMF) are statutory bodies in India established by

the State Governments by notification. They derive their legal status from section 9B
of Mines and Minerals (Development and Regulation) Act, 1957 as amended on 26
March 2015 as Mines and Minerals (Development and Regulation) Amendment Act,

2015. This amendment cameinto force from 12 January 2015.

Each DMF is a trust or non-profit body in the mining operation affected districts. The
objective of DMF is to work for the interest of the benefit of the persons and areas
affected by mining related operations in such manner as may be prescribed by the

State Government.
Mission and Vision of the Trust

The mission of the District Mineral Foundation (DMF) Trust is to “work for the

welfare and development of mining affected communities”.

The vision of the District Mineral Foundation (DMF) Trust is to “alleviate the
adverse impacts of mining on communities and environment and create sustainable

development opportunities for current and future generations”.

Function of DMF Trust

The DMF Trust is responsible for:

e The implementation of various welfare and developmental projects in mining
affected areas.

e Minimizing/mitigating the adverse impacts, during and after mining, on the
environment, health and socioeconomics of the people in mining areas.

e Ensuring long term sustainable livelihoods for the affected people in mining

areas

e Receive, maintain, manage, release and utilize the funds accrued

About DMF Keonjhar

In exercise of the powers conferred by sub-section (4) of section 15 and section
15A read with section 9B of Mines and Minerals (Development and Regulation)
Act, 1957 (Act 67 of 1957), the Odisha District Mineral Foundation Rules, 2015
has been framed to regulate composition, functions and manner of working of
the District Mineral Foundations and the amount of payment to be made to the
District Mineral Foundations by the concession holders of minerals for the for
the interest and benefit of persons and areas affected by mining related
operations vide Notification No. 7745/SM dt. 18/08/2015 of the Department of
Steel & Mines, Government of Odisha.

The details regarding definitions, Trusts and its constitution, composition of
Board of Trustees of District Mineral Foundation, powers and function of the
Board, composition, powers and function of the Executive Committee, funds of
the Trust, bank accounts, Amount payable by lessees of minerals to the Trust,
permissible activities, areas affected by mining operations, special provisions for
scheduled areas, execution of works or contracts, maintenance of accounts,
audit, annual report, maintenance of transparency, monitoring of the amount
payable to the Trust, power of Government to relax the operation of any
provision of these rules and power of Government to remove difficulties are

explained in the above mentioned notification.



In pursuance of Order No. 16/7/2015-M.VI (Part) dated 16th September, 2015
of Ministry of Mines, Government of India, the Department of Steel & Mines,
Government of Odisha have made amendments to Odisha District Mineral
Foundation Rules, 2015, namely Odisha District Mineral Foundations
(Amendment) Rules, 2015 vide Notification No. 437 dt. 15/01/2016. This rule
was further amended vide Order No. 16/7/2015-M.VI (Part) dated 16th
September, 2015 These rules shall be deemed to have come into force on 12th

January, 2015.

Governance and Organization Structure of the DMF Trust

The DMF Trust is headed by the District Collector who acts as the Chairperson-
Cum-Managing Trustee.

Project Director (PD), DRDA acts as the member & Chief Executive for the
executive Committee is responsible for the executive management.

The Chairperson may invite such other Officials to the meetings of the Board,
as he may consider necessary. The Board shall meet at least twice in a financial

year. The quorum for the Board shall be fifty percent of the members.

In an historic step, Keonjhar became the first district in the state to include millets under ICDS.
Along with the existing menu Ragi Laddus per week has been provided as a morning snack to
pre-school children (between 3 to 6 years) enrolled under 3257 ICDS in the district. The Ragi
Laddu mix is prepared by WSHGS with experience in THR supply or running any other enterprise
at scale. To reduce drudgery and ensure quality and hygiene standards, a centralized Ragi
Processing Unit consisting of a Grader-cum Aspirator and a Destoner has been set up at the SHG
level funded by DMF. The core objectives of the initiative are to improve the nutritional status
of pre-school children and revive the age-old tradition of millet consumption, once prevalent
among the tribal communities of Keonjhar.
This is also a unique model in the country with decentralized production, procurement,

processing. supply and consumption of millets. NITI Aayog featured this unique initiative in

their Health and Nutrition Practice Insights.

Report on the Financial Statements

We have audited the financial statements of District Mineral Foundation, Keonjhar, which comprise of
the Balance Sheet as at March 31, 2021, the Statement of Receipt and Payments, Income and
Expenditure account for the year ended on that date, a summary of significant accounting policies and
ather explanatoryinformation.

Management's Responsibility for the Financial Statements

Management is responsible for the preparation of these financial statements that give a true and fair
view of the financial position, and financial performance of the DMFin accordance with the accepted
Accounting Standards. This responsibility includes the design, implementation and maintenance of
internal control relevant to the preparation and presentation of the financial statements cthat give a
true and fair view and are free from material misstatement;whether due to fraud orerror.

Auditor’s Responsibility

Our responsibility is 10 express opinion on the financial statements based on our audit. We have
conducted the audit in accordance with the Standards on Auditing issued by the Institute ofChartered
Accountants of India. The Standard requires that we comply with ethical requirements and plan and
periorm the audit to obtain reasonable assurance about the financial statements whether they are free
from materialmisstatement.

An audit involves performing procedures to obtain audit evidence aboutthe amounts and disclosuresin
the financial statements. The procedure selected depends on the auditor’s judgment, including the
assessment of the risks of material misstatement of the financial statements, whether due to fraud or
error. In making those risk assessments, the auditor considers internal control system relevantto the
DMF's preparation and fair presentation ofthe financial statements in order to design audit
procedures that are appropriate in the circumstances. An audit also includesevaluating the
appropriateness of accounting policies used and the reasonableness of the accounting estimates made
hy management, as well as evaluating the overall presentation of the financial statements.

We believe that the audit evidence obtained is sufficient and appropriate to provide a basis for our audit
opinion.

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Basis for qualified opinion:

1 As per the Odisha District Mineral Foundation Rules 2015, Rule 3(2) The Trust shall be perpetual
Body and shall have a common seal. However as per the records and information provided to us,
the DMF is registered on 11.11.2019 with the appropriate authorities.

2 Permanent Account Number (PAN) as required under Section 139(4A) is obtained. The PAN
Number is AAAGD2339C. No Annual Income Tax return is filed till FY-2019-20.

3 Fixed Assets Register with details of assets code, location of Assets and date of put to use are
not maintained. Physical verification of such assets is also not carried out during the year.

4 A sum of Rs. 13,76,19,805.00 has been deducted out of interest credited to the Trust by Bank of
India during the Financial Year 2020-21. The entire amount deducted has been shown/ accounted
as expenditure for the year 2020-21 instead of reflecting the amount in the Return of income and
claiming refund/adjustment as applicable

5 Insurance coverage of Assets owned by DMF, Keonjhar has not been made till during the year 2021.

6 Form No: 26AS has not been made available for our verification. The TDS as appearing in books of
accounts has been considered as TDS deducted by banks on interest given by them to DMF,
Keonjhar instead of TDS receivable.

Qualified opinion

In our opinion and to the best of our information and according to the explanations given to us, except
for the effects of the matters described in the basis for qualified opinion paragraph, the aforesaid
financial statements, give the information required, in the manner so required and give a true and fair
view inconformity with the accounting principles generally accepted in India, of the state of affairs of as
at 31 March 2021, and its Income and Expenditure for the year ended on that date.
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Emphasis of Matter

1.

Utilisation certificates from most of the grant recipients have not been received during the
year. There is no proper system of monitoring or follow up for submission af such utilization
certificates against the funds released by the DMF.

As per the DMF terms of fund release, the funds are required to be utilized within the financial
year during which they have been provided. But it is observed that some recipients have not
utilized any fund during the year and the total fund remained with them till the end of the year.
Further, as per the fund release order terms, the recipients are required to submit monthly
progress reports from 2™ month on wards on monthly basis. But except few, majority of the
recipients have not provided their progress reports to District Mineral Foundation, during the
FY 2020-21. Attention is also drawn to schedule-Ill showing outstanding UCs for a total amount
of Rs. 7,16,71,94,059.00. Regular review of the funds released is not made to ascertain the
utilization of the funds for the intended beneficiaries/projects as per the provisions of Odisha
District Mineral Foundation Rules 2015 and Mines And Minerals (Development And Regulation)
Amendment Act, 2015.

No records/documents have been furnished to us showing the list identifying the affected
areas and affected people in accordance with the provisions of Rule 11 (2) and (3) of the Odisha
District Mineral Foundation Rules,2015.

Internal control system for verification of the computation of the contributions under the
provisions of the Mines and Minerals (Development & RKegulation) Act received from the
lessees of major/minor mineral leases by DMF is inadequate. Further, no reconciliation of the
contributions for mine wise, quantity, mineral wise is made during the financial year. We are of
the opinion that the internal financial controls in this regard are deficient.

Contribution from mining of Coal, Lignite, Iron Ore & Manganese is collected by DMF,
Keonjhar. But other major minerals such as Chromites, Lime Stone, Dolomite, Nickel, Granite
etc. are leased out and as per information provided to us, no steps are taken to identify and
collect the contributions from the concerned lessees. Further, no reconciliation has been done
for Minor minerals such as sand, stone powder, Moram are operated in the District as per data
available at DMF Keonjhar.

The terms of release of funds to the implementing agencies stipulate that the recipient
organisation will keep the amount in bank in interest earning account and the interest earned
by the organisation will be returned to DMF. It is observed that no organisation adhered to the
guideline. Further none of the organizations have provided Receipts and Payments account,
though stipulated in terms of release. Utilisation certificate provided by the organizations does
not reflect the area/natures of expenses for end use utilization audit.

Overall financial controls and maintenance of books of account are deficient and, in our opinion
are not commensurate with the volume and nature of the financial transactions of the DMF
during the year. s

The balance sheet, Income Expenditure Account and Receipt and Payment Account, dealt
with by this Report are in agreement with the books of accounts.

The figures are re grouped and re arranged wherever necessary/ applicable.
As per Rule 10 (C) of the Odisha District Mineral Foundation Rules 2015, not less than 60% of the

DMF funds may be utilized for high priority activities and up to 40% of the funds for other priority
activities. The trust has released more than 60% to the priority sector during the financial year.
