In its eighth

year of existence, setting up Dialysis center in CHC Barbil , Old age home in Joda, Advanced

rehabilitation centre in Ranki, Block level ALS and BLS Ambulance service, De-addiction

center, expansion of Digital dispensary, Human resource appointment, Supply of medical

equipment like ventilators and other necessary equipment’s, test kits and medicines have been

supplied from DMF Fund, Engaging Covid Express provision of ambulances for rapid response

and management of COVID patients among a noted few activities taken up in the healthcare

sector. Special Focus was given on Millet Expansion Programme and Mango, Cashew, Asan,

Arjun was taken up under plantation programme. Some of the core interventions to improve the

health nutrition of children was to provide free distribution Ragi Ladoo wherein all children from

3-6 years of all the Anganwadi Centre received appropriate nourishment. This was first of its kind

in India which got acclamation from Niti Aayog. An exclusive Millet Shakti café to further

strengthen market linkage and value addition, inclusion of ragi laddoo in welfare hostels, Child

Friendly Furniture’s were provided in the Anganwadi to   create a conducive atmosphere for the

children. Continuing to support facilities in education scholarship scheme along with bench desk

were provided to all the schools of the district and library were constructed. For higher education

of the meritorious students DMF HSC scholarship was provided in govt, aided schools and

OAVS. Waste collection vehicles have been provided to every municipality with a vision to

ensure better handling of solid waste in the district and water bodies and ponds were

renovated and avenue and tall tree plantation were taken up, to make Keonjhar District

cleaner and greener.

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1. What is DMF

District Mineral Foundations (DMF) are statutory bodies in India established by the State

Governments by notification. They derive their legal status from section 9B of Mines and

Minerals (Development and Regulation) Act, 1957 as amended on 26 March 2015 as Mines

and Minerals (Development and Regulation) Amendment Act, 2015. This amendment came into

force from 12 January 2015.

Each DMF is a trust or non-profit body in the mining operation affected districts. The objective

of DMF is to work for the interest of the benefit of the persons and areas affected by mining

related operations in such manner as may be prescribed by the State Government.

2. Mission and Vision of the Trust

The mission of the District Mineral Foundation (DMF) Trust is to “work for the welfare and

development of mining affected communities”.

The vision of the District Mineral Foundation (DMF) Trust is to “alleviate the adverse impacts of

mining on communities and environment and create sustainable development opportunities for

current and future generations”.

3. Function of DMF Trust

The DMF Trust is responsible for:

a) The implementation of various welfare and developmental projects in mining affected areas.

b) Minimizing/mitigating the adverse impacts, during and after mining, on the environment, health

and socioeconomics of the people in mining areas.

c) Ensuring long term sustainable livelihoods for the affected people in mining areas

It undertakes the following activities for this purpose:

a) Receive, maintain, manage, release and utilize the funds accrued

b) Plan, identify, design and undertake suitable welfare and developmental projects, following due

procedure

c) Monitor and coordinate with various executing agencies at field level for successful

implementation of projects taken up

d) Ensure convergence with ongoing/existing schemes/projects of State and Central Government
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e) Identify and promote innovative solutions

f) Ensure regular and swift redressal of grievances

g) Coordinate with Planning and Convergence Department (goo) and Steel and Mines Department

(goo)

h) Any other work entrusted

5. Governance and Management of the Trust

i. Establishing Deed for the DMFT

In exercise of the powers conferred by sub-section (4) of section 15 and section 15A read with

section 9B of Mines and Minerals (Development and Regulation) Act, 1957 (Act 67 of 1957),

the Odisha District Mineral Foundation Rules, 2015 has been framed to regulate composition,

functions and manner of working of the District Mineral Foundations and the amount of payment

to be made to the District Mineral Foundations by the concession holders of minerals for the

for the interest and benefit of persons and areas affected by mining related operations vide

Notification No. 7745/SM dt. 18/08/2015 of the Department of Steel & Mines, Government

of Odisha.

The details regarding definitions, Trusts and its constitution, composition of Board of Trustees

of District Mineral Foundation, powers and function of the Board, composition, powers and

function of the Executive Committee, funds of the Trust, bank accounts, Amount payable by

lessees of minerals to the Trust, permissible activities, areas affected by mining operations, special

provisions for scheduled areas, execution of works or contracts, maintenance of accounts, audit,

annual report, maintenance of transparency, monitoring of the amount payable to the Trust,

power of Government to relax the operation of any provision of these rules and power of

Government to remove difficulties are explained in the above mentioned notification.

In pursuance of Order No. 16/7/2015-M.VI (Part) dated 16th September, 2015 of Ministry of

Mines, Government of India, the Department of Steel & Mines, Government of Odisha have made

amendments to Odisha District Mineral Foundation Rules, 2015, namely Odisha District Mineral

Foundations (Amendment) Rules, 2015 vide Notification No. 437 dt. 15/01/2016. This rule was

further amended vide Order No. 16/7/2015-M.VI (Part) dated 16th September, 2015 These rules

shall be deemed to have come into force on 12th January, 2015.
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ii. Governance and Organization Structure of the DMF Trust

The DMF Trust is headed by the District Collector who acts as the Chairperson-Cum-Managing

Trustee.

Project Director (PD), DRDA acts as the member & Chief Executive for the executive

Committee is responsible for the executive management.

The Chairperson may invite such other Officials to the meetings of the Board, as he may

consider necessary. The Board shall meet at least twice in a financial year. The quorum for the

Board shall be fifty percent of the members.

In a major boost to sports infra in the district, the Keonjhar administration has developed a state-of-
the-art outdoor handball synthetic court, which is the first such facility in Odisha.

Keonjhar Handball Ground, located in Keonjhargarh Municipality is first of its kind with provision of
outdoor synthetic court in Odisha. The handball ground campus with an area around 1.6 acre has
been developed with best-in-class landscaping and provision of play areas. The synthetic handball
court has been built as per the standards of the IHF (Internationals Handball Federation).Dual
Handball Courts (Synthetic Pro-Cushion Surface) covering an area of 0.5 acre is built with a seating
capacity of around 200.
